1. Fundamental principles

This provision on holding the scientific - practical conference of
schoolchildren "World Heritage in Young Hands" (further
“Provision”) have been developed in accordance with the Law of
the Russian Federation "On education" and the Federal Law "On
Basic Guarantees of the Rights of the Child in the Russian
Federation";

This Provision determines the goals, objectives, conduct scientific
- practical conference school research "World Heritage in Young
Hands", the conditions of participation in it, meeting the
performance standards for determining the winners.

Organizers of the conference are the Ministry of Education of the
Republic of Sakha (Yakutia), the Ministry of Federal Relations and
External Relations of Sakha (Yakutia), the National Committee of
the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) for UNESCO. Public Council of
Associated Schools of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia).

The conference is aimed at promoting scientific - research and
project activities of students.

Explanatory note:

The UN General Assembly has proclaimed 2013 as the International Year of
Water Cooperation.

The UN General Assembly adopted by consensus a resolution proclaiming 2013 as
the International Year of Water Cooperation.

The resolution notes the crucial importance of water for sustainable
development, including environmental integrity and the eradication of poverty and
hunger. It expresses concern about the slow and uneven progress towards the goal:



to halve the proportion of people without sustainable access to safe drinking water
and basic sanitation.

To accelerate the implementation of previously adopted goals of the water and
the General Assembly decided to proclaim 2013 as the International Year of Water
Cooperation.

The International Year of Water Cooperation should be a platform to bring
together the efforts of the UN and other international and regional organizations,
governments, civil society and business in order to raise awareness of problems in
the field of water resources and their solutions. Thus the year will help create a
favorable environment for the development of new ideas and the most effective
ways to achieve the internationally agreed targets on fresh water.

UNESCO has declared 2013 as the year of water cooperation. All countries of
the world should work together in order to make water available to all inhabitants
of the planet. Water can be used as an incentive for increasing international
cooperation for peace - said in a statement on the website of the World Water
Forum.

To ensure the right of every person to a healthy environment in Russia 2013 was
declared as the Year of Environment

In order to create a new level of living of the rural population of the Republic of
Sakha (Yakutia), to strengthen the motivation of citizens living in rural areas,
securing personnel and sustainability of agricultural production 2013 was
declared as the Year of the village in the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia).

In 1972, the General Conference of UNESCO adopted the Convention for the
Protection of the World Cultural and Natural Heritage, embodied the desire to
preserve our heritage and the integrity passed down to future generations. And
since 1978, according to its provisions the World Heritage List is being written.
This prestigious international list, which is updated with an average of 25-30 units
per year, puts objects with exceptional significance.

As of January 1, 2013 962 objects are included into the list, including 745 cultural,
188 natural and 29 cultural and natural ones. These sights are located on all
continents (except Antarctica), on the territories of 157 countries, including Russia.
Convention was ratified by 190 countries.

The problem of cultural and natural heritage is the problem of not only individual
countries, but also humanity as a whole. Preservation of natural and cultural
monuments of outstanding wuniversal value, involves understanding and
cooperation at the global level. As young people inherit these unique values, it is
important that they have been closely involved in the process of preservation and



growth. To do this, it needs not only certain specific knowledge, but also a
significant communicative skills, leadership skills, high level of self-control,
mastery of language and speech, the speed and flexibility of thinking, the ability to
make decisions in emergency situations, and so on.

The implementation of the UNESCO project "World Heritage in Young Hands: to
know, appreciate and act" will contribute to the development of intercultural
dialogue in order to create an atmosphere of tolerance and understanding,
preservation of universal values for present and future generations. It will promote
the education of the leaders of a new type who can effectively decide the
challenges they face in a country and the world.

Aims of the conference:

[ To develop cognitive interest of students in research activities;

[ To assist in the professional self-determination of schoolstudents of senior
level.

[ To identify and support talented students in various fields of project and
intellectual activity

- to develop a sense of shared responsibility for the natural and cultural heritage;

- to bring the skills of organization, management for the program of heritage
conservation.
