Yurta Mira – is a World Center whose goal is study, preservation and development of all aspects of the legacy of indigenous people all over the world.   Indigenous people of the Extreme North and South, Far East and West, practically all regions of the our Mother Earth, possess ancient wisdom in all aspects of human existence. It is essential for our survival as a human species to reestablish the  balance and harmony with the laws and ways of Mother Nature.

Yurta Mira is a center where indigenous people of different countries and continents share knowledge and wisdom of their particular region in ethnic culture; education of the young generations bringing them up in accordance of the ancient ways and laws; ways to preserve and heal Mother Earth; revival and introduction to the modern societies of folk and spiritual healing.

Alexandra Grigorieva has founded Yurta Mira in her native Yakutsk, Republic of Sakha/Yakutia.  Multifaceted activities of Yurta Mira include efforts for preservation of endangered ethnicities (see Appeal for saving the Yukagir people); making possible for the handicapped 14 years old Evenk girl to participate in Para Olympic Games in Athens where she got the fourth place in swimming; arranging a visit of 23 Yakut farmers to Canada to meet with deer experts; support for an 80-day around the globe trip of five Yakut women with a motto “Women for the World, World for Women.”

At the Fourth Session of the Permanent Forum of Indigenous Issues in May 2005 in New York, Alexandra Grigorieva made a presentation of the project of bringing Yurta Mira to the indigenous communities throughout the world. The project was met with great interest and enthusiasm of representatives of different indigenous communities, and over 120 representatives signed the document of support for Yurta Mira.

Immediate practical objectives of the Yurta Mira are creating web Forum and fundraising.
